AutoCAD Electrical Fundamentals

This course introduces the attendee to the AutoCAD Electrical environment, and how to setup this package in
regards to customizing it to suit your exact requirements. This covers items such as creating drawing title
sheets that are linked into the AutoCAD Electrical database, setting up the way AutoCAD Electrical draws so
that it suits your exact drafting requirements.

Attendees will work through how AutoCAD Electrical Blocks are
tied into Component Supplier databases so as to create a highly
intelligent drawing that information can be extracted from as
Reports and Bills Of Materials. They will be taken through putting
together a series of Schematic drawings that have intelligent
links between them, and they will see how to edit these drawings
without losing this intelligence.

They will be taken through how the AutoCAD Electrical Project
Drawing Sets work and how they can edit drawings and extract
reports project wide.

The area of PLC I/O will be covered in some detail with how to insert, and edit previously placed PLC
modules. Also how to interface with Microsoft Excel so that designers can design in Excel and import this
information into AutoCAD Electrical and have the drawings drawn automatically.

The user will also be shown how they can use these intelligent AutoCAD Electrical drawings to interface with
Inventor (an Autodesk 3D modelling program). They will extract wiring information in a report format that can
be read straight into Inventor to automatically place wiring runs in a 3D model. They will also look at the
various Report formats that can be extracted from AutoCAD Electrical in some detail.

Attendees will then look how to put together intelligent Panel drawings that have links back to the appropriate
Schematic drawings. They will look at how to edit information that is reflected in both the Panel and Schematic
drawings. They will also look at how easy they can customize their own panle items into AutoCAD Electrical.

Finally, they will be given an overview of how AutoCAD Electrical interfaces with the Autodesk Vault product
for a useful data management solution.

This course is a mixture of hands-on exercise and instructor lead discussions and demonstrations.
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
